INVESTMENT POLICY

The objective of the Segregated Portfolio (the “Fund”) is to offer a convenient and efficient vehicle for investing in high
quality money market and short duration income producing instruments denominated mainly in US dollars which offer
liquidity, low risk and attractive returns consistent with prudent investment management.

TO THE SHAREHOLDERS

We are pleased to present the Annual Report and Financial Statements of the Fund for the year ended December 31,
2017. The net asset value per shares of the Fund increased from $111.60 as at December 31st 2016 to $112.34 as at
December 31st 2017 representing a total return after fees of 0.66% for the 2017 calendar year. The net asset value of
the Fund declined over the year to $7.2 million as at 31st December 2017 from $9.7 million at the beginning of the year.
BIAS Asset Management Ltd. (the “Manager”) ensured that the Fund maintained adequate liquidity through holding a
substantial portion of the Fund’s assets in highly liquid US Treasury securities.

ANNUAL REVIEW

Bond yields in the US and other Developed Markets rose in 2017 on solid economic growth, improving labour markets,
and as the message from central bankers in Developed Markets was that borrowing costs were going to go up. In the US
the Federal Reserve raised the benchmark rate three times to a target range of 1.25 percent to 1.50 percent which
resulted in higher yields on shorter-dated bonds. The yield curve flattened on subdued inflation expectations which kept
longer-dated yields little changed in the year. We reduced the Fund’s overall duration over the course of the year and
sold longer-maturity Treasuries and added floating rate notes. The corporate bonds held in the Fund had a shorter
duration relative to the Fund’s Treasury holdings as we chose to hold the corporate bonds until maturity as pricing was
volatile due to poor liquidity. The Fund outperformed the benchmark for the year due to its relatively shorter duration
and a pick-up in yield from holding corporate bonds and floating rate notes.

OUTLOOK

As we begin 2018, we believe the Fund is well positioned as 50 percent of the portfolio is invested in floating rate notes
(FRNs). We expect a modest increase in Treasury yields in 2018 driven by improving economic data in the US and
gradual interest rate hikes by the Fed. For this reason, we hold Treasuries maturing in one-to-three years for liquidity,
shorter-dated corporate bonds for a yield pick-up over Treasuries, and FRNs (that offer gradually better yields as interest
rates rise and coupons reset). The balance sheets of many US companies are very strong and debt issued by these
companies provides better yields relative to US Treasuries. We expect corporate bonds to outperform government
bonds longer term; however, price volatility may be high due to lack of liquidity.

Incorporation and principal activity

BIAS Global Portfolios, SPC (the “Company”) was incorporated as a Cayman Islands exempted company and
registered as a segregated portfolio company under the Companies Law of the Cayman Islands on July 11, 2006. The
Company registered under the Mutual Funds Law of the Cayman Islands on November 21, 2006. The address of its
registered office is Appleby Trust (Cayman) Ltd., Clifton House, 75 Fort Street, P.O. Box 1350, George Town,
Grand Cayman KY1-1108, Cayman Islands.

The Company established BIAS Short Duration Income Fund — US$ Segregated Portfolio (the “Fund”), a segregated
portfolio, on December 15, 2006. The Fund commenced operations on December 29, 2006.

At December 31, 2017, the Company has four segregated portfolios, namely, the Fund, the BIAS Global Equities
Fund — US$ Segregated Portfolio, BIAS Global Balanced Fund — US$ Segregated Portfolio, and the BIAS Dividend
Income Fund — US$ Segregated Portfolio. Additional segregated portfolios may be established by the Company in
the future at the sole discretion of the Board of Directors. As a matter of Cayman Islands law, the assets of one
segregated portfolio will not be available to meet the liabilities of another. However, the Company is a single legal
entity which may operate or have assets held on its behalf or be subject to claims in other jurisdictions which may
not necessarily recognise such segregation.

The Fund’s Class A Shares are listed on the Cayman Islands Stock Exchange and the Bermuda Stock Exchange.

The Fund is a segregated portfolio and a separate individually managed pool of assets constituting, in effect, a
separate fund with its own investment objective. The assets, liabilities, and results of operations of the Company or
other segregated portfolios are not included in these financial statements. BIAS Asset Management Ltd. (the
“Investment Manager”), a related party through common directors, acts as the Fund’s Investment Manager under the
Investment Management Agreement. The Investment Manager has entered into an agreement to delegate its duties to
Bermuda Investment Advisory Services Limited (the “Sub-Manager”). BIAS (Cayman) Ltd. and Comerica Bank
(the “Custodians”) act as the Fund’s custodians, and Beacon Fund Services (Cayman) Ltd. (the “Administrator”) acts
as the Fund’s administrator.

Assets are identified as either general Company or Segregated Portfolio assets. Those attributable to a segregated
portfolio comprise assets representing the total equity attributable to the segregated portfolio and other assets
attributable to or held within that segregated portfolio. They are held separately from, and are not comingled with,
assets of the other segregated portfolios noted above. The general assets of the Company comprise a cash balance of
$1, representing the amount received upon issuance of the Ordinary Shares (see Note 8). As at December 31, 2017
and 2016, the general assets are not presented separately on the statement of financial position due to immateriality.
No income or expenses have been attributed to the general assets to date.

The objective of the Fund is to offer a vehicle for investing in high quality money market and short duration income
producing instruments denominated in United States (“US”) dollars, which offer liquidity, low risk and attractive
returns consistent with prudent investment management.

Significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of the financial statements are set out below. The
accounting policies have been applied consistently throughout the period and are consistent with prior year.

(a) Basis of preparation

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards
(“IFRS”).

The financial statements are presented in United States (“US”) dollars, which is also the Fund’s functional
currency, and not the local currency of the Cayman Islands reflecting the fact that the Fund’s Class A Shares are
issued in US dollars, and assets and liabilities are denominated in US dollars.

The statement of financial position presents assets and liabilities in decreasing order of liquidity and do not
distinguish between current and non-current items. All of the Fund’s assets and liabilities are held for the
purpose of being traded or are expected to be realised within one year.

These financial statements are prepared on a fair value basis for financial assets and liabilities held at fair value
through profit or loss. Other financial assets and liabilities and non-financial assets and liabilities are stated at
amortised cost or redemption amount which is considered to approximate fair value due to the short-term nature
of these assets and liabilities.

A number of new standards and amendments to standards are effective for annual periods beginning after
January 1, 2018, and have not been applied in preparing these financial statements. The only new standard
relevant to the Fund is IFRS 9 Financial Instruments, which is discussed below. The Fund did not adopt IFRS 9
early.

(i) IFRS 9 Financial Instruments
IFRS 9, published in July 2014, will replace the existing guidance in IAS 39. It includes revised guidance
on the classification and measurement of financial instruments, including a new expected credit loss model
for calculating impairment on financial assets, and new general hedge accounting requirements. It also
carries forward the guidance on recognition and derecognition of financial instruments from 1AS 39.

IFRS 9 is effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after January 1, 2018, with early adoption
permitted. Based on the initial assessment, this standard is not expected to have a material impact on the
Fund.

(b) Investment income and expense

©

Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date and is reported gross of withholding tax, and the
corresponding withholding tax is recognised as a tax expense. Bank interest income and expense is accounted
for on the accrual basis.

Interest income from financial assets at fair value through profit or loss is recognised in profit or loss, using the
effective interest method.

The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts the estimated future cash receipts through the
expected life of the financial instrument (or, when appropriate, a shorter period) to the carrying amount of the
financial instrument. When calculating the effective interest rate, the Fund estimates future cash flows
considering all contractual terms of the financial instrument, but not future credit losses. Interest received or
receivable is recognised in profit or loss as interest income.

Financial assets and liabilities

(i) Classification
In accordance with IAS 39, Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement, all investments are
classified as financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss, under the sub-category of
financial assets and liabilities held for trading.

Financial assets that are classified as loans and receivables include cash and cash equivalents, interest and
other income receivable, other assets and subscriptions receivable. Financial liabilities that are not at fair
value through profit or loss are carried at amortised cost and include accounts payable and redemptions
payable.

Purchases and sales of investments are initially recognised on the trade date — the date on which the Fund
commits to purchase or sell the investment. Other financial assets and liabilities are recognised on the date
the Fund becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

Investments and other financial assets are derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the
investments have expired or the Fund has transferred all risks and rewards of ownership. The Fund
derecognises a financial liability when its contractual obligations are discharged, cancelled or expired.

Gains and losses on the disposal of financial assets and liabilities are computed on a first-in, first-out basis
(“FIFO™) and are included in the statements of comprehensive income in the period in which they arise
within net realised (loss)/gain on sale of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss. Movements in
unrealised gains and losses on financial assets and liabilities are recognised in the statements of
comprehensive income within change in net unrealised gain/(loss) on financial assets at fair value through
profit or loss.

Financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are initially recognised at fair value, with
transaction costs recognised in profit or loss. Other financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised at
fair value plus transaction costs that are directly attributable to their acquisition or issue. ‘Fair value’ is the
price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between
market participants at the measurement date in the principal or, in its absence, the most advantageous
market to which the Fund has access at that date.

Subsequent to initial recognition, all financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are
measured at fair value. Gains and losses arising from changes in the fair value of the financial assets and
liabilities at fair value through profit or loss category are presented in the statements of comprehensive
income in the period in which they arise.

Financial assets classified as loans and receivables are carried at amortised cost, less impairment losses, if
any.

Fair value measurement principles

The Fund’s investments are valued on Friday of each week and at each month-end (the “Valuation Date”).
In accordance with IFRS 13, for those financial assets and liabilities, at fair value through profit and loss,
which have a quoted price in an active market, the Fund uses the last traded price in cases where the last
traded price falls within the bid-ask spread. Where the last traded price falls outside the bid-ask spread, the
bid price is used for long securities and the ask price for securities held short. There were no listed financial
equity instruments for which quotations were not readily available in active markets on a recognised public
stock exchange during any of the periods presented.

The fair value of fixed income securities are estimated using market price quotations (where observable).

Identification and measurement of impairment

A financial asset not classified at fair value through profit or loss is assessed at each reporting date to
determine whether there is objective evidence of impairment. A financial asset is impaired if there is
objective evidence of impairment as a result of one or more events that occurred after the initial recognition
of the asset, and that loss event had an impact on the estimated future cash flows of that asset that can be
estimated reliably.

Impairment losses on assets carried at amortised cost are measured as the difference between the carrying
amount of the financial asset and the present value of estimated future cash flows discounted at the asset’s
original effective interest rate. Impairment losses are recognised in the statements of comprehensive income
when incurred. Interest on impaired assets continues to be recognised. When a subsequent event causes the
amount of impairment loss to decrease, the decrease in impairment loss is reversed through the statements
of comprehensive income. There are no impairments for the year ended December 31, 2017.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is presented in the statements of
financial position when, and only when, the Fund has a legal right to offset the amounts and it intends either
to settle on a net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously. Income and expenses are
presented on a net basis for gains and losses from financial instruments at fair through profit or loss and
foreign exchange gains and losses. There is no offsetting in the statements of financial position at December
31, 2017.

Operating expenses

The Fund is responsible for all normal operating expenses including audit fees, stamp and other duties and
charges incurred on the acquisition and realisation of investments. All expenses are recognised in the statement
of comprehensive income on the accruals basis.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash at bank, money market investments, and balances held with the
investment broker with maturities of three months or less from the acquisition date that are subject to an
insignificant risk of change in their fair value. Money market funds are valued at the net asset value as provided
by the managers of the underlying funds.

Share capital

The Fund classifies financial instruments issued as financial liabilities or equity instruments in accordance with
the substance of the contractual terms of the instruments.

Ordinary Shares are classified as share capital of the Company. The Class A Shares are the most subordinate
class of financial instruments in the Fund. The Class A Shares provide investors with the right to require
redemption for cash at a value proportionate to the investor’s share in the Fund’s net assets at each weekly
redemption date and also in the event of the Fund’s liquidation.

A puttable financial instrument that includes a contractual obligation for the Fund to repurchase or redeem that
instrument for cash or another financial asset is classified as equity, if it meets all of the following conditions:

e it entitles the holder to a pro rata share of the Fund’s net assets in the event of the Fund’s liquidation;
e jtisin the class of instruments that is subordinate to all other classes of instruments;

e all financial instruments in the class of instruments that is subordinate to all other classes of
instruments have identical features;

Foreign currency

Assets and liabilities denominated in currencies other than US dollars are translated at exchange rates prevailing
at the year-end date. Transactions in other currencies during the year are translated to US dollars at the rate
prevailing at the date of the transaction. The resulting profits or losses are disclosed in the statements of
comprehensive income.

Foreign currency differences arising on retranslation are recognised in profit or loss as net foreign exchange
loss, except for those arising on financial instruments at fair value through profit or loss, which are recognised as
a component of net realised (loss)/gain on sale of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss or change in
net unrealised gain/(loss) on financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

Use of estimates and judgments

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with IFRS requires management to make judgments,
estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets,
liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these estimates. Estimates and underlying
assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised in the period in
which the estimates are revised and in any future periods affected. Management does not believe that the
estimates and assumptions have a significant risk of causing material adjustment to the carrying amounts of
assets and liabilities within the next financial year.

Fees and expenses

Management fees

The Investment Manager of the Fund is responsible for the day-to-day operations of the Fund, including managing
the investment portfolio, providing investment analysis and making decisions relating to the investment of assets of
the Fund. The Fund is responsible for the payment of a management fee to the Investment Manager for its services to
the Fund equal to 0.20% per annum (0.15% prior to July 1, 2017) of the Net Asset Value (“NAV”) of the Fund,
calculated weekly and payable monthly in arrears. During the year ended December 31, 2017, management fees
totalled $13,049 (2016: $14,098). As at December 31, 2017, management fees payable totalled $1,229 (2016:
$1,211) and were included within accounts payable and accrued expenses on the statement of financial position. The
Investment Manager compensates the Sub-Manager for performing its delegated duties.

Administration fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive fees amounting to 0.10% per annum based on the weekly NAV of the Fund,
and subject to an annual minimum fee as per the agreement. The administration fee is calculated weekly and is
payable monthly in arrears. Administration fees for the year ended December 31, 2017, totalled $11,195 (2016:
$26,000). As at December 31, 2017, administrator fees payable totalled $849 (2016: $4,000) and were included
within accounts payable and accrued expenses on the statement of financial position.

The Administrator and the Investment Manager are reimbursed by the Fund for other fees and expenses that are
identifiable with the Fund.

Directors’ fees

Each Director who is not an officer or employee of the Investment Manager or Sub-Manager receives a flat annual
fee for serving in such capacity. The fee will be in accordance with reasonable and customary Directors’ fees. The
Directors are entitled to reimbursement from the Fund for all reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred by them on
behalf of the Fund.

Share capital

The Company has an authorised share capital as at December 31, 2017 and 2016, of $50,001 divided into 100
Ordinary Shares of $0.01 par value each and 5,000,000 non-voting, Redeemable Participating Shares of $0.01 par
value each divided upon issue into Classes for each of the segregated portfolio funds. The Ordinary Shares of the
Company are owned by the Investment Manager and are the only shares of the Company with voting rights. The
Company has authorised the issuance of up to 1,000,000 Class A Shares in the Fund.

Each Class A Share represents a beneficial interest in the Fund ranking equally in all distributions when and as
declared payable. An unlimited number of the Fund’s shares may be issued which are redeemable each Monday and
at such other times as the Directors may determine in their discretion at the shareholders’ option at the then current
NAV per share, in accordance with the terms of the Information Memorandum.

Notwithstanding the redeemable shareholders’ rights to redemptions above, the Fund has the right, as set out in its
Information Memorandum, to impose a redemption gate limit of 5% of the Class A Shares of the Fund or $100,000
in any redemption period in order to manage redemption levels and maintain the strength of the Fund’s capital base.

In addition, no sales will be permitted within the first 90 days from initial purchase and a redemption fee of 2% will
be assessed on Class A Shares redeemed within 12 months after their date of purchase and 1% on Class A Shares
redeemed beyond 12 months, subject to a minimum fee of $25 per redemption request. The redemption fee will be
shared equally between the Investment Manager and the Fund, and may be waived at the discretion of the Directors.

The holders of the Ordinary Shares have a right to receive notice of, attend and vote as members at any general
meeting of the Company. The Ordinary Shares are not entitled to dividends nor do they participate in the profits of
neither the Company nor the Fund. On a liquidation of the Company, the general assets of the Company, being the
assets of the Company which are not assets of the Segregated Portfolios, shall be available for distribution to the
holders of the Ordinary Shares pro rata according to the number of Ordinary Shares held by them. The Ordinary
Shares are held by the Investment Manager.

The holders of the Class A Shares are not entitled to receive notice of, attend and vote as members at any general
meeting of the Company. Holders of the Class A Shares are entitled to receive dividends and participate in the
profits of the Fund. On a liquidation of the Fund, the holders of the Class A Shares have a right to participate in the
surplus assets of the Fund after the payment of all creditors.

Income taxes

The Cayman Islands at present impose no taxes on profit, income, capital gains or appreciation in value of the Fund.
In the event that such taxes are levied, the Fund has received an undertaking from the Governor-in-Cabinet of
Cayman Islands exempting it from all such taxes until July 25, 2026. As such, no provision for such taxes is included
in the accompanying financial statements.

The Fund may, however, be subject to foreign withholding tax and capital gains tax in certain jurisdictions in respect
of income derived from its investments.

Financial instruments and associated risks

The Fund is exposed to a variety of financial risks in pursuing its stated investment objective and policy. These risks
are defined in IFRS 7 as including market risk (which in turn includes price, interest rate and currency risk), liquidity
risk and credit risk. The Fund takes exposure to certain of these risks to generate investment returns on its portfolio,
although these risks can also potentially result in a reduction in the Fund’s net assets. The Investment Manager will
use its best endeavours to minimise the potential adverse effects of these risks on the Fund’s performance where it
can do so while still managing the investments of the Fund in a way that is consistent with the Fund’s investment
objective and policy.

e risks, and the measures adopted by the Fund for managing these risks, are detailed below.
Price risk

Market price risk is defined as the risk that the fair value of a financial instrument or its future cash flows will
fluctuate because of changes in market prices such as interest rates, foreign exchange rates, equity prices and
credit spreads.

The Fund’s financial assets at fair value through profit or loss consist of fixed income securities, the values of
which are determined by market forces and there is accordingly a risk that market prices can change in a way
that is adverse to the Fund’s performance. An increase or decrease of 100 basis points in the prices of fixed
income securities, with all other variables remaining constant, as at the reporting date would have increased or
decreased net assets by $69,343 (2016: $85,198).

In accordance with the Fund’s policy, the Investment Manager monitors the Fund’s positions on a daily basis
and reports regularly to the Directors. The Directors then review the information on the Fund’s overall market
exposures provided by the Investment Manager at its periodic meetings.

As at December 31, 2017 and 2016, the overall market exposures and concentration of risk are limited to the
amounts presented in the statement of financial position.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because
of changes in market interest rates.

The Fund’s cash and cash equivalents and certain financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are interest
bearing instruments. The Fund’s other financial assets and liabilities are non-interest bearing.

As described in Note 8 to the financial statements, the Fund’s Class A shares are redeemable at the
shareholder’s option on a weekly basis, and therefore the Fund is potentially exposed to weekly redemptions by
its shareholders.

Credit risk

Credit risk is defined as the risk that a counterparty to a financial instrument will cause a financial loss to the
Fund by failing to discharge an obligation or commitment that it has entered into with the Fund.

The majority of the Fund’s financial assets are held with Comerica Bank, which is rated “A3” (2016: “A3")
based on rating agency Moody’s ratings. Management regularly monitors the institution’s credit risk and does
not anticipate any significant losses from this concentration. Furthermore, the Fund only invests in investment
grade fixed-income securities.

The Fund’s maximum credit risk exposure at the reporting date is $7,209,637 (2016: $9,672,082) which is the
sum of the assets reported in the statement of financial position.

The Investment Manager monitors the credit rating of debt securities on a continuous basis and actively reviews
its investments to achieve profitable results.

Regulatory environment risk

A changing regulatory environment, including, but not limited to, changes in relevant tax laws, securities laws,
bankruptcy laws or accounting standards, may make the business of the Fund less profitable or unprofitable. The
ability of the Fund to carry on business from the Cayman Islands or as a Cayman Islands Fund will depend upon
its initial and continuing compliance with the relevant provisions of Cayman Islands law and, in particular, the
Mutual Funds Law. Management regularly monitors the institution’s regulatory environment risk and does not
anticipate any significant changes relevant to the Fund.

Dependence on the Investment Manager risk

The Investment Manager is responsible for investing the assets of the Fund. The success of the Fund depends
upon the ability of the Investment Manager to develop and implement investment strategies that achieve the
Fund’s investment objectives.

Capital risk management

At December 31, 2017, the Fund had $7,190,682 (2016: $9,655,397) of redeemable share capital classified as equity.
The capital of the Fund is represented by the net assets of the Fund. The amount of net assets can change
significantly on a weekly basis as the Fund is subject to weekly subscriptions and redemptions at the discretion of the
Directors. The Fund’s objective when managing capital is to safeguard the Fund’s ability to continue as a going
concern in order to provide returns for holders of Class A Shares and benefits for other stakeholders and to maintain
a strong capital base to support the development of the investment activities of the Fund. The Fund’s policies with
respect to managing its capital risk are discussed in Note 8 above. There were no changes in the policies and
procedures during the year with respect to the Fund’s approach to its redeemable share capital management.

The Directors and Investment Manager monitor capital on the basis of the value of net assets of the Fund.

The Fund is not subject to externally imposed capital requirements.
Related party transactions

As at December 31, 2017, the Directors of the Fund held 382 (2016: 471) Class A Shares in the Fund. As at
December 31, 2017, persons or entities related to the Directors, the Investment Manager, or the Sub-Manager held
25.92% (2016: 22.97%) of the Class A Shares in the Fund.

BIAS (Cayman) Ltd. earns trade commission revenue based on trades executed within the Fund’s normal course of
business. For the year ended December 31, 2017, the total trade commissions earned amounted to $5,525.
Commissions are calculated by BIAS (Cayman) Ltd. based on gross trade amount and security type.

Management fees, commission fees and Directors fees are considered related party transactions and are discussed in
Note 7 above.

BIAS (Cayman) Ltd. and the Sub-Manager are related to the Fund by virtue of common control.
Subsequent events

From January 1, 2018 through June 12, 2018 2018 the Fund received subscriptions of $2,083,658 and paid
redemptions of $759,415.
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
